All Rising Star students are required to update & complete 

FAFSA forms no later than April 15th of each year.   

US Citizens and Permanent Residents are encouraged to 
complete the FAFSA application online at 
www.fafsa.ed.gov.  Please make sure to include the school 
code for Richland (008504) to ensure proper   processing 
and contact the campus financial aid office to check the 

status of your file.   

All other students will need to come to the Rising Star  

office to get a Campus FAFSA and submit it along with 
proof of income.  Proof of income forms include: the 2010 
W-2’s and income tax returns.  Male students need to show 
proof their registration with selective service. Students  
submitting a campus FAFSA, must also attach a              

low-income  verification form. 

Failure to complete your 2011-2012 financial aid form will 

affect your participation in the program.

VERIFICATION 

Verification is the process that confirms the        
information provided  on your FAFSA.    Students 
are selected randomly by the federal processor or 

by the campus Financial Aid office.  
 
If your file is selected  for verification, you must 
complete a 2011-2012 Financial Aid Verification 
Form and submit it to Richland College Financial 
Aid office.   You will be required to attach a 
signed copy of your and/or parents’ or spouses’ 
2010     Federal income tax report and W2 forms.
